• Covid update: Numbers have dropped within school 
considerably - thank you to those who have been 
vigilant with symptoms.  
On Tuesday 29 March, the Secretary of State for 
Health and Social Care, Sajid Javid, set out the next 
steps for living with COVID-19 in England from Friday 
1 April. Free COVID-19 tests will continue to be 
available for specific groups, including eligible patients 
and NHS staff, once the universal testing offer ends 
on Friday 1 April. Updated guidance has advised that 
children and young people who are unwell and have a 
high temperature should stay at home and avoid 
contact with other people.
